GOD’S GLORY

The glory of the LORD abode upon mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six
days: and the seventh day he called unto Moses out of the midst of the cloud.

And the Gentiles shall see thy righteousness, and all kings thy
glory: and thou shalt be called by a new name, which the mouth of the LORD shall
name. Thou shalt also be a crown of glory in the hand of the LORD, and a royal
diadem in the hand of thy God. Isaiah 62:2-3



The Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then
he shall reward every man according to his works... When the Son of man shall
come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the
throne of hisglory: Matthew 16:27, 24:31
